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Whenever a parish is established or a church is consecrated a patron saint’s name is given. We are blessed to 
have St. Martin of Tours as our patron saint. The practice of adopting patron saints dates back to the building 
of the first public churches in the Roman Empire, most of which were built over the graves of martyrs. The 
churches were then given the name of the martyrs or saints, and they were expected to act as an intercessor for 
the Christians who worshiped there. Patron saints are not only advocates for churches, but also they can be the 
heavenly protector of a nation, profession, class, clan, occupation, family, or even a person. 

Saint Martin of Tours was born in in Savaria, Pannonia in either the year 316 or 336 AD. That region is what 
is today the nation of Hungary. His father was a tribune, which is a high-ranking officer in the Imperial Horse 
Guard. Martin and his family went with his father when he was assigned to a post at Ticinum, in Northern Ita-
ly. It is here that Martin would grow up. 

Just before Martin was born, Christianity was legalized in the Roman Empire and the bloody persecution of 
Christians soon came to an end. It was not the official religion of the State, but it could be practiced and pro-
claimed openly. The Gospel message soon flourished in ancient Rome, transforming the empire. Martin's par-
ents were pagans, but at the age of 10, Martin chose to respond to the call of the Gospel and become a Chris-
tian. 

Veneration of St. Martin became popular in the Middle Ages, and was popular with the Frankish kings. 

Saint Martin is the patron of the poor, soldiers, conscientious objectors, tailors, and winemakers. Many loca-
tions across Europe have also been placed under his patronage. His feast is on November 11. He commonly 
appears on horseback and is shown cutting his cloak in half with a sword. This inspiring depiction of St. Mar-
tin’s charity and love for the poor is displayed on the ceiling of St. Martin Church here in New Derry. St. Mar-
tin, pray for us! St. Joseph, pray for us!

FEAST OF FAITH 

Concluding Rites 
 The Prayer after Communion gives us a glimpse of the heavenly banquet, of which we have had a foretaste in the 
Eucharist. The concluding rites speak of what we are to do with this great gift of God. That includes the parish an-
nouncements, which are usually given following the Prayer after Communion. Believe it or not, the announcements, 
which are not an “official” part of the Mass, have been included in the Mass from as early as the fifth century! The dea-
con or the homilist—even the bishop—would announce coming liturgical celebrations and encourage the people to par-
ticipate. Today’s parish announcements include opportunities for prayer, service, learning, and community building. 
They should be succinct and should include only significant events and activities in the life of the parish. But even 
when they are long and tedious, the announcements (and the parish bulletin) flow out of the concluding rites of the 
Mass. They offer us ways to live the Eucharist, to become what we have received—the Body of Christ, living and ac-
tive in our local community.
